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In a recent survey of over 2000 

churches the following were 

found to be characteristics of 

healthy SS Classes: 

Great Teachers:     

teachers who teach the 

Bible each week for at 

least 65% of the class time 

(other time is reserved for 

prayer and fellowship). 

Care Groups:  Taking the 

larger class and dividing the 

class into smaller groups  

of 4-7 people for ministry 

and care. 

Evangelistic/Outreach:  

Classes were constantly 

bringing and inviting new 

people into their class 

where the Gospel was 

shared.  Classes multiplied 

every 18-24 months. 

Christian Fellowship:  

Relationships are         

important.  Gathering 

outside of the normal 

times are vital.  It is a tool 

to bring in others to join 

the group. 

Ministry Focused:  

Healthy  SS Classes are 

Healthy Sunday School Classes Are.. .

Though there are many disciplines of 

Christians, here are a few spiritual 

disciplines vital for Sunday School 

teachers and leaders: 
 

Continuous Preparation: 

Prepare early in the week by reading 

over the passages of Scripture and 

the focus for the week.  God will 

provide real-life illustrations during 

the week as one is more sensitive to 

the focus for the week.  
 

Consistent Prayer: 

It has been said, “We don’t teach the 

Bible, we teach people the Bible.” 

However really effective teachers go 

a step further:  “They teach people 

the Bible in such a way that they   

address the needs in the lives of 

those people.”  SS teachers know the 

needs of people by praying for them 

daily. 

Conjunctive Outreach: 

It is important to set the example in 

outreach, but equally important to 

“bring along” other members to  

mentor them in the outreach     

process. 
 

Concerted Multiplication: 

Who could you mentor to be a 

teacher?  Who is in your current 

class that could assist in teaching to 

be prepared to start a new class?
