Å Giving out of a heart of love. (Proverbs 31:15; I Corinthians 

13:3; Matthew 23:23) 
Å Give cheerfully. (II Corinthians 9:7) 
Å Moms are the best givers. 

 
2. Give to God first. 

Å Give to God first because He first gave. (Prov. 3:9; 31:30; 31:21) 
Å Middle class are the worst givers by giving only 1.4%. 
Å Those making under $20,000 give 4%. 
Å Those making $150,000 or more give 1.9%. 
Å In 2005 the average church member gave $661 per year.
