Come and See 
John 1:35-51 

 

Church life can become blurry, confusing, and out of focus. John wanted 
the reader to see the real point of faith. 

 

DAY ONE: Andrew and John see and believe, John 1:35-39. 

• John the Baptist tells his disciples to look to Jesus Christ. 

• Jesus asks them, “What are you seeking?” 

• Andrew and John follow Jesus and are born again. 

• There is a connection between “seeing and believing.” 

 

DAY TWO: Peter sees and believes, John 1:40-42. 

• Andrew sees and believes in Jesus Christ, vs. 40. 

• The first thing he does is to get his brother. 

• Vs. 42, “Jesus looks at him…” 

• Simon Peter sees and believes because of Andrew. 

 

DAY THREE: Philip and Nathanael see and believe, John 1:43-51. 

• Philip sees and believes in Jesus Christ. 

• Philip adopts the same style and says, “come and see.” 

• Jesus sees into Nathanael’s heart and knows of his deep longing 

for peace. 

• The fig tree holds symbolism for peace of God. 

• There is a gradual deepening of insights by these men of Jesus 

Christ. 

• For those who do come and see, heaven is opened, and there is 

a relationship between God and man.
