A Triumphal procession
To learn of Christ is to share in his victory and therefore the
aroma of Christ.

A Christ is the universal conqueror and those who

follow him consist of the army of the faithful.

2. Forwe are to God the aroma of Christ among those who are being
saved and those who are perishing, vs. 15.

A The Christian life is lived in close proximity of Jesus
Christ.
A GROW in him through discipleship means that there is
a daily effort to learn, pray, and share my faith.

3. To the one we are the smell of death; to the other, the fragrance of
life, vs. 16.
A. Smell of death - Those who believe the Gospel are saved;

The triumph of Christ means there is coming judgment of

Christ.

Christ and to follow him.

A This time will not last, there is also coming a time, when
it will be too late and what was the sweet smell of the
Gospel will be the smell of death and judgment of God on
your life.
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
