Woman at the Well



#1, “I’m not very religious.”

• Jesus talks to the woman-verse 7, “Will 
you give me a drink?”

• Woman replies with religion, verse 9
– Jacob’s well 

– Joseph’s tomb

• “You are the pastor at the Baptist 
church.”



Religion as an obstacle

• Religion can be an obstacle to religion. 

• Jesus speaks to her.

• Authentic religious people compared 
to Christ-less people

• Religion apart from the resurrection 
power of Jesus is useless. 



#2, “I’ve messed up my life.”

• Jesus confronts the woman-verse 16

• She responds truthfully-verse 17

• Jesus continues in truthfulness-verse 
18, “the fact is that you have had five 
husbands…”

• She replies with dead religion.



Overcoming her past

• She sees her past as an obstacle but 
Jesus sees it as the reason He came.

• She considers her life in the light of 
truth.

• Jesus chooses this woman to 
announce His divinity-verse 26, “I who 
speak to you am He.”
